P A R I S H  D I R E C T O R Y  

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ, 
 

Just a week and a half ago we celebrated the Feast of the Presentation of the Lord.  In the passage from the Gospel of 
Luke (2:22-40) for Mass, we hear of Mary offering two turtledoves or pigeons for her ritual purification.  Obviously, 
she neither was impure morally nor impure legally, but she submitted herself in humility, docility and obedience to 
the dictates of the Law.  The fact that Mary offered two doves or pigeons tells us of her poverty, otherwise one of 
those doves or pigeons would have been replaced by a young lamb.  We know, then, that Jesus grew up in a poorer household—
perhaps this was by design.  To deliberately choose to live a life of detachment from things, a life of elective poverty is a great gift to 
receive from the Lord. 
 

That Feast of the Presentation of the Lord and the Purification of Mary falls exactly 40 days after Christmas.  Now, we are soon to begin 
the season of Lent!  It has been a longstanding practice in the Church that for the season of Lent, we willfully choose to give something 
up.  Sometimes, we might choose some particular act of charity or a spiritual or corporal work of mercy to perform, but especially we 
look to something that we can give up.  Obviously, we always are to give up sin!  And perhaps there’s some sin in our life that we’ve 
struggled with for a long time that we will resolve to finally (with the Lord’s grace) wean out of our lives.  Most commonly, we choose 
some little pleasure, some little “allowance” in our lives to sacrifice during Lent. 
 

Why specifically give something up rather than do something extra?  Part of the reason is that in sacrificing something, we do some-
thing different in our soul than when we do something extra.  In refraining from something, there’s a particular sentiment of absence 
that we begin to experience—in our emotions, our memory, our imagination, our intellect and our will.  Many times, our intellect will 
pronounce judgment: “This little thing is perfectly harmless!  I can allow myself this tiny indulgence.”  But we choose not to.  Our emo-
tions ache for satisfaction, burn in frustration and grow cold in neglect.  Our memory calls it repeatedly to our mind.  Our imagination 
grows nostalgic with all the many ways in which we could find gratification. 
 

And that’s the point.  That’s why we give something up because little by little, through the discipline of Lent we are reminded in how 
many ways we can rely upon the Lord.  God has given us creation, but His love and His grace are far surpassing anything known from 
creation.  His promise exceeds any satisfaction we can experience in this life.  We elect some miniscule poverty during Lent so we can 
experience an even greater freedom.  We deprive ourselves of some little satisfaction to grow in our yearning for the Lord.
