 Ten days into Lent, and we can't wait for Easter. Maybe it's that we haven't 
gotten used to the fasting yet. Or maybe it's that we haven't been as good at the extra 
prayer we promised ourselves that we would do. Even the church recognizes that we 
need a little boost to move us along. That's why we hear the Gospel of the Transfigura-
tion on this Second Sunday of Lent. It is just a little foretaste, an appetizer, of what 
Easter is to be. For those of us who are already baptized, and for those who are prepar-
ing for baptism, the image of the glorified Christ stands as a beacon of what we are to 
become when we share in the fullness of the Resurrection. 
 Paul writes to the Philippians that Christ "will change our lowly body to con-
form to his glorified body." That is the hope that is held out to us as we progress through 
Lent. In this season we unite ourselves to Christ so that we may become more like him. 
 But we abandon this world, looking for some far-off promise of glory. Our alms-
giving, our care for the poor, is a reflection of Christ's love for everyone. When we reach 
out a little more this Lent (often made possible because we've decided to give something 
up, and so have extra available to give away) we act like Jesus, who gave up his life for 
us. His suffering and death on the cross found fulfillment in his resurrection from the 
dead. 
 When we care for others through our own sacrifice, we are helping to transfig-
ure their lives, letting a little bit of God's glory be seen through our transforming love. 
The Transfiguration reminds us what awaits us after our own suffering if we are faithful 
to the commands of Christ.

 Last Sunday, Della Johnson and Teresa Messing took part in the Rite of Election and Call to Continuing Con-
version celebrated by Bishop Quinn at the Cathedral of the Sacred Heart in Winona.  This rite is a part of the Rite of 
Christian Initiation of Adults.  Della is now a member of the Elect which is the final phase in preparation for her bap-
tism at the Easter Vigil.  Teresa will be received into full communion with the Roman Catholic Church at the Vigil.  They have been pre-
paring for the past several months for their initiation and it is wonderful to see how their faith life has developed.  Please continue to 
pray for them in the coming weeks as they complete their period of preparation. 
 Next weekend, Fr. Parrott will be in Winona with several of the young men from our parish who will be attending the Immacu-
late Heart of Mary Information Weekend.  This is an opportunity for young men to further discern whether God may be calling them 
to a vocation as a priest.  Please pray for all who will be a part of this weekend. 
 As I interview our young people in preparation for Confirmation I ask them if they have ever considered a vocation as a priest 
or religious.  You may be surprised at how many say they have at least thought about it.  That is a sign that the Lord is still calling and 
that our young are hearing that call.  Most will say they have not really given it serious consideration but I am impressed that they see it 
as an option for their lives.  Studies tell us that many young people do not seriously consider a religious vocation because they do not 
feel encouraged at home.  Some are afraid of how their family may react.  Others have never had it presented as a serious option.  
Studies also tell us that grandparents are particularly effective in the vocational discernment of young people.  Please continue to pray 
for vocations.  Continue to encourage your children so that they will consider this possible call in their life.  Ask them about it, talk 
about it.  Our young people would make terrific priests, deacons or religious brothers and sisters. 
 Thanks to those who have responded to the Annual Diocesan Appeal.  We have pledges of $8,610 toward our goal of $54,240.  
We have also established a special project so that any money pledged above our goal will come back to help us replace the roof on the 
narthex.  Please take a moment to make your pledge and return the form to the Diocese.  Everyone’s gift, large or small, will help us 
achieve our goal. 
 June 19 will mark the 25th anniversary of my ordination to the priesthood.  We will be having a celebration on June 6.  Several 

months ago I invited you to consider joining me on a pilgrimage to Alpine Europe and the Passion Play in Oberammergau in Septem-

ber.  There is still room for anyone wanting to join us but now is the time to sign-up.  If you have taken information but have not regis-

tered please do so in the next weeks.  If you are interested in information please let me know and I will forward you the itinerary and 

costs.  It will be a wonderful, almost once-in-a-lifetime opportunity.  I hope some of you will be able to join us.
