There were many little incidents that led up to the Revolutionary War.
Open-ended warrants, taxation without representation, the Stamp Act requir-
ing fees on newspapers and other printed matter, and the quartering of troops
in private homes are just a few examples of actions the colonists objected to in
the two decades before the start of the war. In itself, no single event is seen as
the definitive cause for the revolution. But the cumulative effect of the griev-
ances-most outlined in the Declaration of Independence-saw many in the colo-
nies rise up against the British, whose army, once thought of as protectors, was
now thought of as an occupying force. Those whom we call patriots today, were
thought by some of their fellow citizens to be rabble-rousers and criminals. His-
tory has a way of sorting things out.

In today's Gospel, Jesus sends his disciples out to announce the king-
dom of God. This was not a move for political power (though some saw it that
way) or even for earthly success. It was not even so much a rebellion against
the past as a fulfillment of promises made by God long ago. "The kingdom of
God is at hand for you," the disciples proclaimed.

The message of Jesus has lasted far longer than nations or kingdoms.
Christ is not allied with any government or political faction. God's kingdom ex-
ists apart from any political boundaries or human limitations. As Christians, we
recognize our responsibility to seek justice and peace. Our calling is to promote
the common good, even at the expense of our own self-interest. While we cele-
brate independence, we also understand that liberty does not mean unfettered
license to do what we please. The kingdom of God is hot so much a place of in-
dividual right as one of communal responsibility. And as citizens of that king-
dom we submit ourselves to the law of love for God and for our neighbor.

Happy Independence Day weekend. Here is a prayer written by Bishop John Carroll, an early
bishop of the United States and a relative of one of the signers of the Declaration of Independence.

We pray Thee, O Almighty and Eternal God! Who through Jesus Christ hast revealed Thy glory to all nations, to

preserve the works of Thy mercy, that, Thy Church, being spread through the whole world, may continue with un-
changing faith in the confession of Thy Name.
We pray Thee, who alone art good and holy, to endow with heavenly knowledge, sincere zeal, and sanctity of life, our
chief bishop, Pope N., the Vicar of Our Lord Jesus Christ, in the government of his Church; our own bishop, N., all other
bishops, prelates, and pastors of the Church; and especially those who are appointed to exercise amongst us the func-
tions of the holy ministry, and conduct Thy people into the ways of salvation.

We pray Thee O God of might, wisdom, and justice! Through whom authority is rightly administered, laws are
enacted, and judgment decreed, assist with Thy Holy Spirit of counsel and fortitude the President of these United
States, that his administration may be conducted in righteousness, and be eminently useful to Thy people over whom
he presides; by encouraging due respect for virtue and religion; by a faithful execution of the laws in justice and mercy;
and by restraining vice and immorality. Let the light of Thy divine wisdom direct the deliberations of Congress, and
shine forth in all the proceedings and laws framed for our rule and government, so that they may tend to the preserva-
tion of peace, the promotion of national happiness, the increase of industry, sobriety, and useful knowledge; and may
perpetuate to us the blessing of equal liberty.

We pray for his excellency, the governor of this state, for the members of the assembly, for all judges, magis-
trates, and other officers who are appointed to guard our political welfare, that they may be enabled, by Thy powerful
protection, to discharge the duties of their respective stations with honesty and ability.

We recommend likewise, to Thy unbounded mercy, all our brethren and fellow citizens throughout the United
States, that they may be blessed in the knowledge and sanctified in the observance of Thy most holy law; that they
may be preserved in union, and in that peace which the world cannot give; and after enjoying the blessings of this life,
be admitted to those which are eternal.

Finally, we pray to Thee, O Lord of mercy, to remember the souls of Thy servants departed who are gone be-
fore us with the sign of faith and repose in the sleep of peace; the souls of our parents, relatives, and friends; of those
who, when living, were members of this congregation, and particularly of such as are lately deceased; of all benefac-
tors who, by their donations or legacies to this Church, witnessed their zeal for the decency of divine worship and
proved their claim to our grateful and charitable remembrance. To these, O Lord, and to all that rest in Christ, grant,
we beseech Thee, a place of refreshment, light, and everlasting peace, through the same Jesus Christ, Our Lord and
Savior. Amen.

Mission Appeal Next Sunday

Working in more than 70 countries and on every
continent except Antarctica, Divine Word Mission-
aries is one of the largest religious orders in the
Roman Catholic Church with nearly 7,000 members
worldwide.

Divine Word Missionaries work first and foremost where
the Gospel has not been preached at all or where the local
Church cannot survive and grow without the help of
missionaries. This missionary mandate takes us to some of
the poorest and most remote areas in the world.

The needs of the local Churches where Divine Word Mis-
sionaries serve are vast and diverse. From operating large
universities, colleges and seminaries, to staffing hospitals,
clinics and specialized communities to care for lepers, to
running trade schools and shelters for street kids, to assist-
ing local communities in building chapels—Divine Word
Missionaries serve the poorest parishes in large cities of the
developing world and the most remote jungle areas in
places like the Amazon or Papua New Guinea.

Founded in 1875, Divine Word Missionaries continues to
be one of the few communities to show steady growth in its
Membership. Today more than 1,000 seminarians await

their final stages of formation before ordination.

Beginning in Europe The Society of the Divine Word was
founded by Fr. Arnold Janssen, a German priest working in
the Diocese of Muenster. While the government was expel-
ling religious orders and repressing the growth of the
Church in Germany, Janssen was creating a missionary
training center across the border in Steyl, Holland. The
Society of the Divine Word opened its first mission house in
Steyl in 1875. Within four years, the first Divine Word
Missionaries were sent to China.

Twenty years later, after establishing five additional mission
houses in Europe, Janssen dispatched Brother Wendelin
Meyer to the United States. He arrived in Hoboken, New
Jersey in 1895, assigned to seek financial support for the
Society's burgeoning missions through sales of Divine Word
publications.

Has the Diocese of Winona had allegations of the abuse of
a child since the Charter for the Protection of Children and
Young People was implemented?

How are the standards and expectations of the Charter
publicized?

The Safe Environment Office oversees all programs through
our Safe & Sacred™ online learning program. This easily ac-
cessible tool offers up-to-date course work reviewing topics
specific to the standards established by the Office of Child
and Youth Protection. Additionally, online meeting spaces
offer a place to share ideas, questions and feedback. Tools
for use in parishes, schools and community organizations
are included as well as links to sites covering general safety
iSSues.

The diocesan newspaper, The Courier, and the website —
www.dow.org also carry information, feature articles or ads
on safe environment topics.

Who can access Safe & Sacred™?

The interactive Safe & Sacred™ website is available to any
person who lives in one of the 22 counties of southern Min-
nesota which make up the Diocese of Winona. The courses
and information stations offered through Safe & Sacred™
provide learning opportunities designed for clergy, reli-
gious, employees and volunteers who work with children in
Catholic institutions in our diocese.

Currently, there are four learning lessons available through
the online learning community, Safe & Sacred™:

Part I: Protecting All Children of God

Part II: Code of Conduct

Part Ill: Essential Commitment — Regarding Misconduct
