12th Sunday in Ordinary Time

A pendant in the shape of a cross is one of the most popular forms of
jewelry. Women and men alike often wear one hanging from a gold or silver
chain around their necks. Children often receive one when they make their first
Communion. For some people, putting on the cross each day is an intensely reli-
gious experience. For others, the gold or silver emblem that they wear pos-
sesses nothing more than some sentimental value. For some, it serves only to
make a fashion statement. Diamonds are popular, but it is probably fair to say
that a cross is far more prevalent.

Writing in the second half of the first century, it is unlikely that the Gos-
pel writers would foresee the boon that Christianity gave to modern-day gold-
smiths. For Luke, taking up the cross daily did not mean fastening a piece of
jewelry around his neck. He lived in a time when it was clear that being a Chris-
tian meant living a very different way of life. It meant getting up before dawn
on the first day of the week to hasten to the early morning gathering for the
breaking of the bread. Sunday was a day of work like any other. It meant con-
tributing to the welfare of others instead of looking out only for oneself. And it
meant being prepared to face persecution because one's faith was not consis-
tent with the commonly held opinions of the day.

The Christian values of Sunday prayer, charity toward others, and a
strong faith in God have not changed. They are still things that the followers of
Jesus cling to as important aspects of the faith. As any disciple would admit,
taking up the cross is not about wearing a piece of metal dangling from a chain.
Amulets like that can be a reminder of the interior life one hopes to espouse,
but they do not guarantee salvation. Only losing our life in Christ will lead to
that.
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2 A WORD FROM THE PASTOR

my desk piles and accomplishing a few things — | hope!

As summer moves forward | know that many of us take a more relaxed approach and perhaps take
the opportunity to do some traveling.

Please make Sunday Mass a part of your vacation plans. Most dioceses have websites now with links to
churches in various towns so it is easy to get times for Mass in local parishes.

Please also remember that our expenses do not diminish in the summer so please remember stewardship
giving in the coming weeks. We end our fiscal year at the end of June. It looks like we will be a few hun-
dred dollars ahead in income over expenses. Thanks to all who gave a little extra to help us over the
hump. We are lagging a bit in our Annual Diocesan Appeal progress so if you have not made a contribution or pledge yet
please do so soon.

Thanks to all who contributed to the special collection for the Priest’s Pension Fund. Your generosity is a wonderful
reflection of your respect for and appreciation of those who served as your pastors over the years. If you were not able to
make a contribution you can still do so. Just put it in a clearly marked envelope and we will credit it appropriately.

Recently, an “adult boutique” moved into Owatonna. This has been a topic of intense discussion over the past few
weeks. A number of folks in our community have taken leadership in crafting a response to this occurrence. When | was in
Winona, a similar establishment opened in downtown. Fortunately, the signage was more discreet and subdued. As we
looked at options for responding we discovered that once an establishment is open it is very difficult to close it down. The
best response seems to be to deprive them of business by refusing to shop there — even if it is for their non-adult items.
Much depends on the local laws and | know some of you are actively pursuing that avenue.

What should our response be in addition to what has already been mentioned? The first thing is to pray for the
safety and wellbeing of our community and our community members. Secondly is to look at our own actions. The great
challenge of pornography is the way it objectifies people. We don’t see the models as created in the image and likeness of
God but as objects for our entertainment. We might want to do a check of our attitudes, our dress, our actions, our con-
versation, our TV and internet viewing habits. Are we being respectful of all people? Short of what the law may be able to
do, we can make sure that our own actions make this type of establishment a business as well as moral failure.

Fr. Paul Turner wrote the following reflection on “Going to Mass on Vacation.” Good Catholics on vacation always
make time for Sunday Mass. The locations for churches and the times of services are generally easy to obtain online. It
doesn’t take much advance planning to include worship as part of one’s time away from home.

When you enter a church as a visitor, introduce yourself to a greeter or minister. Let someone know where you come
from. Most locals are happy to say a word of welcome, but they do not always know who is visiting and who is not.
Participate well. Pray sincerely. Sing the hymns. Contribute generously to the collection. Some people contribute spar-
ingly. But the church you are visiting has generously provided you a place of worship. Its members would appreciate a spot
in the budget you made to enjoy your vacation.

If you know in advance that you cannot attend Mass some Sunday, you should obtain a dispensation from your pas-
tor. If you are in your own church when visitors arrive, help them feel welcome; show them around. Above all, make an
effort to worship every Sunday, even when you are away from home. God never takes a vacation from you.
