 As I drive to the Cities for choir practice on Sunday evening I pass a sign near Lakeville that says: God is the 
God of earthquakes, floods and twin towers. Read the Bible. We know that there are those who believe that every 
natural or human-made disaster is a sign of God’s punishment. We have heard some preachers proclaim that the 
earthquakes in Haiti and Chile are indications of God’s anger. The same sort of talk was heard after the devastation 
of Hurricane Katrina along the Gulf Coast. 
 It seems that a similar kind of thinking was behind those who came to Jesus to tell him about a disaster that 
had befallen some Galileans. It was a ritual sacrilege that had taken place – Pilate mixing the blood of Galileans with 
sacrifices to the gods. The people were sure that this was a sign that the victims were great sinners. Jesus adds the news of a disastrous 
tower accident in Siloam. Jesus response was that God did not do this. That God is a lover, not a smiter. Some things happen by the 
force of nature, other things happen by human folly; but God is not waiting in ambush for sinners at every turn. 
 Jesus invites us to remember these words when we are tempted to feel that God is punishing us when something bad happens 
to us. Jesus is very clear that whether we are blessed with good fortune or struck by disaster, it is not happening because of the state of 
our souls. 
 As I pass that sign along the highway each week I wish I was able to put up a billboard in the same spot that says: God is the 
God of love, healing and forgiveness. Read the Bible. But this is not to say that because God is a God of love that we can ignore the 
state of our souls. In the Gospel Jesus also reminds the people that our actions do have consequences. If we sin, if we willfully act in 
ways that lead us away from God and divine love, there are consequences. To choose not to embrace the love of God and the God of 
love we become separated from the source of all being, from the One who creates and sustains us, from the God who is the only 
source of true happiness. To live in eternity like that is worse than the massacre of Pilate or the toppling tower of Siloam. 
 Join us on Sunday afternoon at 4:00 p.m. for the concert by the College of St. Benedict/St. John’s University Chamber Choir 
under the direction of Axel Theimer. We are the final concert on their spring (?) tour and I am sure that you will enjoy the wonderful 
music making.
