The Most Holy Trinity 
 

 God's incredible love is totally incomprehensible. We can try to imagine 
it, and we can compare it to the love we experience as human beings, but the 
reality is that God's love is so overwhelming and unconditional, that it will never 
be possible for us to comprehend how great God's love is. That's why the feast 
we celebrate today, the Most Holy Trinity, can leave us with more questions 
than answers. In truth, any theologian who has tried to plumb the mystery of 
the Trinity, whether saints like Thomas Aquinas or Augustine, or contemporary 
scholars like Karl Rahner or Gerald O'Collins, may write page after page, but in 
the end is still left standing before the mystery. 
 One of the most famous images of the Trinity, the icon by the Russian 
master Andrei Rublev (ca. 1360-1430), is an image of hospitality. The three per-
sons of the Trinity are represented by angelic beings seated around a four-sided 
table inviting the viewer to come and take a place to dine with them. When we 
encounter the love of God and truly experience it, this is in effect what happens 
to us: we are seated at the table and enveloped in God's love. 
 In the icon, the place at the table is empty, because it is there for any-
one and everyone. It is not just my place or yours. Everything that the Father 
has, is also of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. And so it is with the place at the 
table. When God invites us in, it is not to the exclusion of others, but to the wel-
come of all. We may question how this is even possible, since as limited crea-
tures we parcel out our time, our resources, and even our love. God does no 
such thing. And the more we are caught up in God's love, the more we are able 
to express that love to others. 
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It’s party season!  This is the time when a lot of celebrations occur.  Lots of graduation parties, Memorial Day outings, 
and in the world of priests many of us celebrate the anniversary of our ordination.  In recent weeks I have received invitations to 
the celebrations of my brother priests who have served for 40 or 50 years.  Included among them is my first pastor, Fr. Lavern 
Trocinski.  After ordination I was assigned to Saint Stanislaus Parish in Winona with teaching responsibilities at Cotter High School.  
Fr. “T” as he is often called was a great first pastor.  He was supportive without being overbearing – allowing me to try new things 
but letting me fail as well.  That taught me a lot about supporting and mentoring younger priests.  I am hoping to attend his       
celebration this weekend. 

Next weekend, I will be celebrating 25 years since my ordination on June 19, 1985.  I was ordained along with Fr. 
Kevin Connolly and Tim Hodapp.  Tim has since left active ministry in the Church and Fr. Kevin has been pastor of St. John     
Vianney in Fairmont but will be moving to Resurrection Parish in Rochester.  I invite you to join us for the 10:30 Mass which will 
feature music by the Twin Cities choir in which I sing, Kantorei.  This will be followed by an open house reception and a concert by Kantorei at 4:00 p.m.  
I hope we can have a nice crowd for the concert.  I know it can be hard to come in from a nice summer day (which I hope it will be).  I am grateful to the 
members of Kantorei for adding this special occasion to our regular season which ended a couple of weeks ago.  I hope to see you there – and yes, I 
am planning to sing! 
 Congratulations to our new Pastoral Council members: Robbe Kneifel, Ruth Pfeifer, Ericka Starman and Maureen Wanous.  Thanks also 
to Loren David and Jed DeWitz who ran.  The Pastoral Council is an important body which helps us make good decisions about the direction and    
programs of our parish.  In the last year we have spent time crafting our Vision Statement and now we are looking at how it will be lived out.  Our     
departing members are Gia Plate, Bob Seykora, Dave Effertz and Tammi Ebeling.  Their commitment and excellent counsel will be missed. 

The Baccalaureate Mass for the graduating seniors will take place here at Sacred Heart next Saturday at the 5 p.m. Mass. Congratulations 
to our seniors.  Know that our prayers go with you as you begin this new phase of your life journey.  May God bless you all. 

This weekend we celebrate Trinity Sunday.   It is always a challenge for me to preach on this day since the Trinity is such a complex under-
standing of our God.  But in recent years I have come to the conclusion that I am coming at it from the wrong angle – the Trinity is not a “thing” to be 
talked about but a “relationship” to be lived.  Within the Trinity we have the relationship between the Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  And each person of 
the Trinity enters into relationship with us.  Especially at Mass, these relationships come into play. 

When ever we pray, we do so under the inspiration of the Holy Spirit.  As Fr. Kevin Irwin says in his book, Liturgy, Prayer and Spirituality: 
At liturgy we acknowledge and thank God for life and love in and through Christ. We pray that this sanctifying power and grace be made real 

and new in the present, that we might deepen our experience of this redemptive love on earth as we seek to come to know it fully in the kingdom.  We 
name God, we remember all that God has done and continues to do, and we beseech this same God to act to transform us and our world as has     
already happened in Christ.
